Tools required: 4mm Hexagon Key.

FITTING

o Using the screws supplied, attach one Grab-Bar Receiver Mount to
the upper face on each side of the Upper Seat Panel, but do not fully
tighten at this stage. Fig.2.

e Install the Grab-Bar by inserting both Grab-Bar Stems into their
Receiver Mounts by depressing the spring pins (a) Fig.3, which will allow
the locking spring pins (b) to enter the Receiver Mounts. Releasing the
spring pins (a) will allow spring pins (b) to engage into their locating
holes in the side of the Receiver Mounts.

o With the Grab-Bar correctly inserted, fully tighten all four Receiver
| Mount screws sufficient to prevent any movement.

o To remove the Grab-Bar, fully depress both spring pins (a) and slide
Grab-Bar forwards away from the buggy.

e The Grab-Bar can be adjusted forwards or rearwards by depressing
the buttons (c¢) located on each side of the Grab-Bar Frame Fig.4.
